 Inspect your chimney and have it cleaned if 
necessary. 

 Protect your plumbing and make sure your 
pipes are in good condition so they don’t 
rupture or break if they should freeze. 

 Clear your gutters of any leaves, branches or 
materials to allow fall moisture (e.g. rain 
and/or snow) to run through freely. 

 Make sure that the insulation is properly 
distributed in the home to ensure heat stays in 
the home.  The attic is crucial considering heat 
rises and if insulation is lacking, then the heat 
will escape the home easily.  

 Caulk anywhere where moisture or dirt can 
enter the house from outside.  It offers a first 
line of defense against the weather conditions 
and it helps to prevent mold from growing as 
well.
